PROBLEM SOLVINGIS THE ABILTIY to use and apply MATHS in a variety of situations.
Each day as you alight from your bed your problem solving process begins:

Is it warm or cold??

How long will take in me peak hour traffic?

Have | paid my school fees?

How much money do | need?........ and so it goes on. It is a process and a powerful tool we have
had to develop.

Let us reflect on the value of this skill in the school environment:

Is it only a part of the Mathematics curriculum? No, not at all! It is a larger part of life, but also pivotal in
Mathematics.

In problem solving greater emphasis is placed on the process of arriving at the solution rather than on the solution
itself. It is the working out the how which produces the interest and challenge and develops a range of thinking
skills and strategies eg:

Looking for patterns, identifying relationships, breaking down the problem, building onto what you already know,
solving a simpler problem, making a drawing, experimenting with it.

To begin with we would need to understand the problem, then attack it an design a plan or develop strategies
To conclude we would look back , reflect, evaluate, share, discuss and test.

Investigative Maths is based on problem solving - encouraging children to understand, reason, and apply skills
and knowledge not just to regurgitate in a rote manner.
